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Preface
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The array of high quality research and training
programs at the University of Washington is
reflected in the broad level of grant and contract
funding it receives each year from external
sources. This extramural funding is received by
the University as a result of proposals developed
by faculty members and professional staff and is
awarded generally on a national, competitive, peer-
reviewed basis.  These funds are independent of
funds received by the University through legisla-
tive appropriations for its core educational mis-
sion.

The University relies extensively on this external
funding. Without the highly successful efforts of
faculty members and professional staff to com-
pete for available external funding, the University
could not maintain the range of public services
and research and educational programs it now
offers. The chart below shows the total dollar
value of awards received annually since 1984.

Overview of Awards and Expenditures

During the fiscal year (FY) ending June 30, 2004,
the University received $954 million in grant and
contract awards — an increase of 2% over FY 2003
and the largest dollar amount the University has
ever received in one year.

Of this amount, $757 million, or 79% of the total,
came from federal agencies.  The remaining
$196.6 million, 21% of the total, was provided by
awards from industry, private foundations,
associations, non-federal governmental and public
agencies, and the State of Washington.  This
represents an increase of about $0.79 million in non-
federal funding over the previous fiscal year. The
largest share of non-federal funding fell within the
Other Government category. Awards from these
sources totaled approximately $59 million in FY 2004,
an increase of 19% over FY 2003.

The income received from grant and contract
awards directly supports more than 7,500 full-
time-equivalent employees.

The table on the facing page compares expendi-
tures of internal funds with external (sponsored-
project) funds.  The $834 million in direct expen-
ditures from external funding includes about $386
million for salaries and wages, $389 million for
supplies and services, $35 million for equipment
and $25 million for student tuition and stipends.

Federal Awards: Trends and Sources

For over twenty-five years, the University has
been one of the nation’s leading recipients of
federal research and training awards.  The latest
figures available from the National Science Foun-
dation (for FY 2002) place the University of
Washington second overall in the nation and first
among public institutions in receipt of federal
funds for science and engineering. During this
same period, the University has ranked among
the top five federally funded research institutions.

UW income from grant and contract awards
increased by over $20.6 million during FY 2004,
and has doubled over the last ten years.

The table below shows the source of federal grant
and contract support.  The Department of Health
and Human Services (DHHS) awarded the Uni-
versity $516.5 million, representing 68% of the
total federal grant and contract awards and 54%
of the University’s total income from all grant and
contract sources. Awards from all  federal sources
are shown in the table below.

Non-Federal Awards in Fiscal Year 2004

The non-federal grant and contract awards received in
FY04 were obtained from six types of sources, as illus-
trated in the table below.

Expenditures

The table on page 6 provides an overview of direct
expenditures from internal and external sources by
schools and colleges.  More detailed comparisons,
listing departments as well as schools and colleges,
are found on Schedule 4.  Schedule 5 presents direct
expenditures of external support by departments
and by type of program.  Schedule 9 lists direct ex-
penditures by departments with a breakout of fed-

eral sponsors. A similar summary of direct expendi-
tures by departments with a breakout of non-federal
support can be found on Schedule 10.

It should be noted that about $1.9 million from the
Royalty Research Fund (RRF) is included in the expen-
diture schedules under the academic departments that
received RRF grants. RRF is a competitive funding
program supported by a portion of the income from
royalties and licensing fees that are derived from intel-
lectual property created by UW faculty and staff mem-
bers.

Conclusion

The overall trends reflected in the FY 2004 report
are favorable.  The total dollar volume of awards
increased by 2% over FY 2003 and direct expendi-
tures increased by 6%. The dollar volume of
proposals rose, from approximately $1.60 billion
in FY 2003 to $1.63 billion in FY 2004.  The out-
look for future grant and contract awards looks
promising, considering the favorable appropria-
tions passed by Congress in recent years for the
major funding agencies and the increasing num-
ber of University/Industry interactions for re-
search. As one of the major research universities
in the country, the University of Washington with
its diversity of disciplines is in a strong position
to compete for external funding.

Notes

In reviewing this report, the reader should recognize the following points:

1. Awards are resources that have become available for expenditure whereas expenditures represent
completed transactions.  Generally, the total grant and contract expenditures for a given fiscal year
will be closely related to the total grant and contract awards for the preceding year or two.

2. Although the majority of grant and contract awards support research projects, such awards also
provide significant support for training programs, fellowships, conferences, and other special pur-
poses.  All of these, including the research projects, are an integral part of the educational endeavors
of the University, both for faculty and for students, particularly at the graduate and professional
levels.

3. Awards include grants for student scholarships, fellowships and work study programs administered
by the Vice President for Student Affairs, but do not include Howard Hughes Medical Institute
(HHMI) funding for HHMI principal investigators located at the University of Washington.

4. The term direct expenditures as used throughout this report covers only those costs incurred in direct
support of the specific project.  It excludes indirect costs, which are those incurred by the University
for the common benefit of academic departments and programs.

5. The University has many departmental, interdepartmental, and interschool research centers and
institutes.  These entities assist the University in carrying out its teaching, research, and public
service missions; they are especially helpful in facilitating and supporting interdisciplinary research.
The awards and expenditures schedules in this report include sponsored programs that are fostered
and supported by research centers and institutes throughout the University.  However, because these
entities are loosely structured and overlap department/schools, their activities are not specifically
identified in this report.  In some cases, direct funding to a center or institute is shown under the
heading ‘Special Programs,” but in many instances, awards and expenditures reported under the
regular academic departments are also related to one or more of the University’s centers or institutes.

6. Proposal and Award data were derived from the Office of Sponsored Projects database.  Data related
to the Expenditures schedules were provided by the Grant and Contract Accounting Office.

7. In 2004, Grant and Contract Services (GCS) became the Office of Sponsored Programs (OSP).
