OVERVIEW
Thank you for your interest in joining the University of Washington Institutional Review Board (IRB). Being an IRB member provides an excellent opportunity to oversee the ethical conduct of human research and to gain insight into the breadth and scope of research undertaken by UW researchers.
Meeting schedule. Meetings are held every other week and are generally virtual. When meetings are in-person, light refreshments are offered, and the Human Subjects Division pays for parking in the UW Tower garage. 
Meeting preparation. IRB membership does require a modest amount of preparation. You can expect to spend at least two hours prior to each meeting. 
Meeting availability. You must be willing to commit to at least 50% of the meetings as a part-time member and at least 70% as a full-time member.
Compensation. Compensation is available for IRB Chairs, UW faculty members (unless the appointment is acting, affiliate, instructor, lecturer), and members who are unaffiliated with the UW. Specifics of available compensation and the way in which it is awarded may be discussed after the application has been submitted.
