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Research Affiliation Agreement Template & Process





Overview

The Research Affiliation Agreement Template (“Template”) is the University of Washington’s standard contract model for institutional level research collaboration agreements between the University of Washington and other research institutions. The Template should be used for all new research affiliation agreements. In addition, when an existing research affiliation agreement comes up for renewal or extension, it should be reviewed against the content of this newer Template to determine if the new template should be used in place of the existing contract. The Template’s terms and conditions shall not be altered except in exceptional circumstances. In those exceptional circumstances when changes are necessary, the modification approval procedures described below should be followed. 

The Template may be used for institutional research affiliates agreements with other universities, research organization and in exceptional circumstances with for-profit organizations. Use of the Template is not required for those UW affiliates whose primary relationship with the University is either clinical or educational. This Template is not intended to be used for grant proposals or other project specific research affiliation agreements, corporate affiliate membership and giving programs (CAPS and RAPS), or international affiliations. 

The Office of Research does not consider International Student Exchange Agreements and other UW Affiliation agreements that are unrelated to research- such as placement of student interns, non-research training, corporate affiliate agreements (see Corporate & Foundation Relations Affiliate Programs), or public service - as research affiliations, and so does not recommend using this Template for those purposes, although sections or language in the agreement that is pertinent may be used in such agreements with the consent of the Office of Research.
