REGISTRATION GUIDELINES

It is the University’s expectation that a student will follow University rules and regulations as they are stated in the General Catalog. In
instances where no appeal procedure is spelled out and the student is persuaded that a special set of circumstances makes appeal reasonable,
he or she may appeal the application of specific rules or regulations to the office of the dean of the school or college in which he or she is
enrolled in the case of an academic matter, or to the Office of Student Affairs in the case of a nonacademic matter. These offices will either

render a decision on the appeal or refer the student to the proper office for a decision.

GUARANTEED REGISTRATION ELIGIBILITY

University of Washington students who remain in good scholastic
standing are guaranteed the opportunity to register each quarter as
long as they maintain continuous enroliment (Summer Quarter ex-
cepted). Continuation must be in the same classification, e.g.,

undergraduate, postbaccalaureate (fifth-year), graduate, etc. Onte a,

student earns a baccalaureate degree, he or she must apply for
readmission as a postbaccalaureate (fifth-year), nonmatriculated, or
graduate student.Plgxceptions to the guarantee are: (1) students under
disciplinary action, (2) students with a financial hold, (3) students
not meeting their departmental continuation policies, or (4) students
not meeting the University’s Satisfactory Progress Policy (See Gen-
eral Catalog.). - |
If an undergraduate does not enroll for one or more quarters, or if
a graduate student goes on-leave, he or she must file an application
for readmission with the Registration Office, second floor, Schmitz
Hall, Window 7. Undergraduates must include payment of the $25
ap%l’ication fee. Information on admission closing dates is available
at Window 3, secand floor, Schmitz Hall, or by calling 543-5920.

HESTRICTIONS% ON ATTENDING CLASSES

No person, other than a faculty member attending informally with
the approval of the instructor, may attend a University course in
which that person’ has not been registered officially through the
Registrar’s Office.,

An instructor may allow a student to attend his or her class only if
the student’s name: appears on the official class list from the Regis-
trar’s Office. ”

FULL-TIME STUDENT REQUIREMENT

To be considered a full-time student, an undergraduate must
register for 12 credits and a graduate student must register for 9
credits. The full-time registration requirement varies for different
agencies. Information on full-time requirements of the Veterans
Administration and Immigration and Naturalization Service. may be
obtained at 460 Schmitz. Consult the Financial Aid Office for its
requirement on satjsfactory student progress.

NONMATR!CUL;\TED STUDENTS

Nonmatriculated students register by appointment September
21-22 and enroll only on a space-available basis. Nonmatriculated
students who register after September 22 will be charged a $25 late
registration fee if registering by the tenth day of the quarter, and $75
after the tenth day of the quarter.

Because honmatriculated students register after all other students,
enrollments may be closed in the following areas: mathematics,
English composition, beginning foreign languages (particularly
French and Spanish), business, and art. Nonmatriculated students
may participate in preregistration for the Summer Quarter.

TUITION-EXEMPT FACULTY/STAFF

September 21-22—Autumn Quarter Registration Dates

With the approval of their department chairperson, regularly
admitted full-time UW faculty and staff members who have been
em(i)loyed six months or more may take up to 6 credits per quarter
under the tuition exemption program. According to legislative ac-
tion, all registrations must be on a space-available basis after other
students have registered. Members of the faculty and staff who wish
to utilize the exemption may not preregister. Faculty/staff who
register prior to September 21 will not be eligible to use a tuition
exemption Autumn quarter. New faculty/staff members who enroll
must be officially admitted by the Office of Admissions by the

regular admission closing date; July 1 is the closing date for Autumn
Quarter. Faculty/staff members who are former students returning
either in the same classification or as nonmatriculated students
should apply at the Registration Office, Window 7, second floor,
Schmitz Hall.

Faculty/staff should present their approved tuition exemption
cards and. obtain a registration appointment at the Registration
Office, second floor, Schmitz Hall, Window 7 prior to September
21. The location of registration will be identified at the time the
registration appointment is issued. A $5 registration fee will be
assessed. Faculty/staff will not be assessed a late registration fee
during the first week of the quarter.

Tuition-exempt faculty/staff are not entitled to other student
services such as those available at the Hall Health Center and the
Intramural Activities Building. Therefore, UW student cards will
not be issued to faculty and staff. Faculty/staff identification cards
may be used for library services.

“ACCESS” PROGRAM FOR OLDER ADULTS

September 21-22—Autumn Quarter Registration Dates
g Regisg’ation Office, second floor, Schmitz Hall, Window 8 or 9,

a.m.=5 p.m.

The University of Washington waives tuition for Washington
residents sixty years or older who wish to attend classes as auditing
students on a space-available basis. The fee is $5, whether one or
two courses are attended. As auditors, they do not receive credit and
are not expected to do laboratory work or to take examinations.
Students who attend the University under the Access program are
limited to two courses per quarter.

Registration may be made in person. For information on mail-in
registration or about the program in general, telephone UW Exten-
sion, 543-2300, between 8 a.m. and 5 p.m.

AUDITORS

Auditors, except Access program students, pay standard tuition
and fees and must be regularly admitted and registered in the course.
Although credits for audited courses will not be listed on the sched-
ule of classes, they will be included in the billing on the fee state-
ment. Such credits count in the calculation of fees.

Attendance in'courses as an auditor is by consent of the instructo:
involved and is conditioned by the extent to which space is avail-
able. Permission to audit is ordinarily granted for lecture classes
only. An auditor may not participate in class discussion or labora-
tory work, and his or her registration may be canceled at the
discretion of the instructor.

No entry is made on the permanent record for courses audited. To
receive credit for an audited course, the student must register for the
class for credit in a subsequent quarter. Audit registration must be
completed in Sections, 264 Schmitz Hall and is available during any
of the registration periods.

DISABLED STUDENTS

Various support services, including priority registration, are
available to students with disabilities. Contact the Coordinator for
Disabled Student Services, 482 Schmitz, 543—-8924, for informa-
tion on equipment, technical aids, and accommodations to meet
individual needs. Access: University of Washington, a guidebook to
buildings on the campus, and an accompanying map may be ob-
tained from the office.

Students with disabilities who register for a science laboratory
class should telephone the Coordinator, 543-8924, and the aca-
demic adviser of that de ent immediately to evaluate whether
some accommodation of the facilities will be necessary.



REGISTRATION INSTRUCTIONS

ACADEMIC ADVISER
See an academic adviser to discuss your educational objectives
and to learn the procedures involved in registering at the University.
Have an idea of the courses you would like to take before seeing an
gdzi;erlby reviewing the General Catalog and the quarterly Time
chedule.

ENTRY CARDS

Certain courses and sections require entry cards for registration.
Students who request these courses (and/or sections) on their regis-
tration request forms will not be registered in the courses unless the
requests are accompanied by entry cards. An entry card alone is not
sufficient. The course and schedule line number (SLN on entry card)
must also be requested on the mark-sense registration form. Obtain
course entry cards for courses designated with the symbol >>>>
in the margin of the Time Schedule. Information on where to obtain
entry cards is found in the body of the Time Schedule, either as a
comment before the course listing or just after the title of the course.

CHANGE OF ADDRESS

YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR NOTIFYING THE REGIS-
TRAR'S OFFICE OF ANY ADDRESS CHANGE. When you
change your address, be sure to complete a Change of Address Form
at the Registration Office. Forms are available at Window 3, second
floor, Schmitz Hall.

REGISTRATION PERIOD |
(CONTINUING STUDENTS ONLY)

1. Eligibility

This period is reserved for all continuing students except tuition-
exempt faculty/staff, adults auditing under the Access program, and
nonmatriculated students. These last three groups may register Sep-
tember 21-22.

Continuing students who withdraw during the first week of two
consecutive quarters (Summer Quarter excepted) will not be eligible
to register as continuing students for the third quarter. Such students
must reapply as former students returning to the University.

2. Submitting the Registration Form

Mark-sense registration forms are available at advisory offices
and at the Registration Office, Window 3, second floor, Schmitz
Hall. Please note that some courses listed in the Tine Schedule have
restricted enrollment and will require entry cards. Also, undergradu-
ates will not be scheduled for more than 19 credits until the first day
of the quarter. This is done to allow all students a chance todevelop a
basic program. .

3. If You Miss Registration Period I

Obtain a registration appointment and register by September 22.
Appointments are available at the Registration Office, second floor,
Schmitz Hall, Window 7. After September 22 students will be
required to register late and will be billed a $25 late registration fee if
registering by the tenth day of the quarter; $75 is billed after the tenth
day of the quarter.

4. Schedule of Classes

All students who register in Registration Period I will be sched-
uled by computer at one time. The scheduling priority is: freshmen,
seniors, graduate students, postbaccalaureate (fifth-year), juniors,
and sophomores.

5. Registered Students

Students who register but are not scheduled into any courses are
not considered registered students, and are not eligible for Registra-
tion Period I the following quarter. Students in this category must
submit a Former Student Application for the next quarter they wish
to attend the University.

REGISTRATION PERIOD 1l (NEW AND RETURNING
STUDENTS AND CONTINUING STUDENTS WHO DID
NOT REGISTER IN PERIOD I)

1. Eligibility

This registration period is primarily for newly admitted and re-
turning former students. Continuing matriculated students who miss
Registration Period I, tuition-exempt faculty/staff, adult students in
the Access program, and nonmatriculated students also register
during Period II. All students, except Access students, must be

admitted to the University and issued a registration appointment
before attempting to register.

2. How to Register

On or before your registration appointment, obtain a Time Sched-
ule and a Registration Instructions worksheet from your advisory
office or from the Registration Office, second floor, Schmitz Hall.
Obtain permission and/or course entry cards (if required) as indi-
cated in the Time Schedule before attemﬂting to register. Once your
registration is completed, you are obligated for tuition and fee
payment unless you oficially withdraw by the fifth day of the
quarter. Undergraduates will not be scheduled for more than 19
credits until the first day of the quarter to allow all students a chance
to develop a basic program.

REGISTRATION PERIOD Ili (Open)

Registration and changes to registration are open to students
during this period. An appointment is required. All students, except
Access sutudents, must be admitted to the University and be issued a
registration appointment before attemptintﬁ to register.

A $25 late registration fee ($75 after the tenth class day of the
quarter) will be assessed. Students are encouraged to register and
complete changes to registration prior to this period since many
sections will be closed and finding a schedule of classes will be
difficult.

CHANGES OF REGISTRATION

1. Change Appointments and Late Fee

Students will be expected to present Autumn Quarter 1988 UW
student identification cards when requesting appointments. No more
than one change appointment will be issued to a student at a time.
Additional change appointments will be issued only after the ini-
tially assigned appointment has been used or the date has expired.

Appointments are not required-to (1) drop a course, (2) change to
or from S/NS, (3) change variable credits, (4) add an entry card
course. Evening-only students do not need appointments for the
4:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m. change pericd during the first week of the
quarter. A student who arrives more than a half-hour late will be
required to make a new appointment.

Graduate students do not need appointments during the first week
of the quarter at 264 Schmitz.

Students in the schools/colleges of Medicine, Dentistry, Nurs-
ing, Pharmacy, Public Health and Community Medicine, Ocean and
Fishery Sciences, and Forest Resources, and the Department of
Biology may make changes during the first week of the quarter,
without an appointment, in the fourth floor lobby of the T-wing,
Health Sciences Building.

Engineering students may make changes without an appointment
or register late with an appointment, in 209 A-B HUB, during the
first week of the quarter.

Changes made after the official change period are restricted and,
if permitted, cost $20 and may result in fee forfeiture (see item 4 of
this section).

Undergraduates in the College of Arts and Sciences must have
their adviser's signature to carry more than 22 credits; 30 credits is
the limit per quarter.

2. Adding Courses/Permission Guidelines

For reasons of public safety and instructional quality, course
enrollment in each section will be limited to not more than the
approved classroom capacity. The Registrar’s Office monitors
course enrollments throughout the quarter according to the follow-
ing guidelines:

a) Through the fifth class day, students may add a section without
the instructor’s signature unless the class is full or requires permis-
sion. The Registrar’s Office will accept course overload authoriza-
tion up to 115% of room capacity when the student presents
authorization signature from either instructor or authorized person in
the department.

b) From the second through the fifth week, overload authoriza-
tion signatures will be accepted up to 105% of room capacity.

c) Beginning the sixth week, no course registration will be ac-
cepted without co-signatures by both the instructor and the depart-
ment chairperson. Registration will not be permitted if enrollment
has reached 100% of room capacity.

d) Audited courses may not be changed to credit registration after
the first two weeks of the quarter.

3. Grades in Dropped Courses and Drop Restrictions

a) Undergraduates. Undergraduate students who drop courses
after the change periods receive no entry on their academic record if
the drop is made during the first two weeks of the quarter, except if



all courses are dropped then a university withdrawal date is entered.
Drops made during the third and fourth weeks of the quarter will be
recorded with a *“W.” No drops are permitted after the fourth week
except a limited number may be dropped as determined by the
number of credits earned at the University. While completing the
first 44 credits at the University, a student has three drops permitted
after the fourth week. Any of these three drops not used at the time
45 credits are earned are forfeited. After 45 credits have been

- completed at the University, the student earns one late drop for each
45 credits earned. These may be accumulated and used as necessary.
No drops, other than hardship withdrawals may be made after the
last day of instruction.

b) Graduate Students. Graduate students who drop courses after
the first two weeks of the quarter receive a grade of “W.” No drops
are permitted aﬁa: the seventh week of instruction,

¢) Students may petition the Registrar for a hardship withdrawal
after the regular drop deadline if: (1) the student is unable to com-
plete the course in question because of a severe mental or physical
disability, or (2) unusual or extenuating circumstances beyond the
student's control prevented the student from dropping the course by
the regular drop deadline. Petitions must be filed promptly after the
occurrence of theievent that gave rise to the need for dropping the
course. Hardship withdrawals are for dropping individual courses
only. See sectionjon Withdrawal from the University for the pro-
cedure to follow for dropping all courses for the quarter; no petition
is required.

4. Fee Forfei or Refunds

a) Students will be billed for the number of credits, including
audit hours, on their programs at the end of the first week of the
quarter. Only partial fee reductions will result for courses dropped
after the first week of the quarter. ‘ .

b) Students dropping courses after the first seven calendar days of
the quarter and through the thirtieth calendar day of the quarter will
be expected to pay one-half of the tuition and fees associated with
that course.

f‘l:x)n cf.’om*ses dropped after the thirtieth calendar day receive no
refund. }

d) The effect of fee forfeitures on the over-18-credit surcharge is
as follows: forfeitures for courses dropped that exceeded 18 credits
are charged the same as in (b) and (c) above. Also, if a student drops
a course after the thirtieth calendar day and adds ancther, total credit
charges will include credits that are added with no reduction for
credits dropped. |

WITHDRAWAL FROM THE UNIVERSITY
(DROPPING ALL COURSES FOR THE QUARTER)

1. Obtain a withdrawal form from your adviser or from the
Withdrawal Office.

2. Present the withdrawal form to the Withdrawal Office, Sec-
tions, 264 Schmitz. Withdrawals are effective the date they are
received in the Registrar’s Office. Fees owed will be based upon the
date the withdrawal is received in the Registrar’s Office. No with-
drawals accepted after the last day of instruction, December 7.

Continuing students who withdraw during the first week of two
consecutive quarters (Summer Quarter excepted) will not be eligible
to register as continuing students for the third quarter. Such students
must reapply as former students returning to the University. For
example, a student who withdraws during the first week of Spring
Quarter and Autumn Quarter must reapply as a returning former
student for Winter: Quarter,

3. Students are required to turn in their student I.D. cards when
they withdraw and are not eligible to continue using University
services or facilities after their withdrawal.

‘ l'll'he forfeiture schedule for withdrawing from the University is as
ollows: ‘

(a) Students withdrawing before the sixth day of the quarter do
not pay tuition or fees. New and returning students forfeit their $50
enrollment service: fee.

(b) Students withdrawing on the sixth day or through the
}hinieth calendar day continue to owe one-half of their tuition and

ees. |
(c) Students %vithdrawing after the thirtieth calendar day con-
tinue to owe full tuition and fees.

Students who were unable to turn in their withdrawal in time may
getition the Comptroller’s Office. Petition forms are available at the

tudent Accounts and Scholarships Office, 129 Schmitz.

Courses dropped as part of a University withdrawal completed
during the first two weeks of a quarter receive no grade and no entry
except date of withdrawal is made on the student’s permanent
academic record. Withdrawals completed after the first two weeks

result in the courses being assigned ‘a grade of “W."

Incomplete Grade

Incomplete grades may only be awarded if the student is doing
satisfactory work up until the Jast two weeks of the quarter. Under-
graduate students must not reregister for courses in which they have
received an Incomplete. A grade earned in a repeat course will not be
recorded as an incomplete conversion grade. .

Satisfactory/Not Satisfactory Grade Option

Students may elect to take certain courses on a Satisfactory/Not
Satisfactory basis by going to 264 Schmitz on one of the registration
satellite locations. Advisers should be consulted, and in no case are
students allowed to register for more than one course or 6 credits on a
Satisfactory/Not Satisfactory basis in a given’ quarter. A course in
which an “S” is earned may not be used to satisfy any department,
college, or University requirement, except that the credits may be
applied to the minimum!:ﬂ' 180 credits required for graduation. Each
instructor will report conventional grades to the Registrar, who will
convert satisfactory grades (2.0 or greater) to “S,” and unsatisfac-
tory grades (less than 2.0) to “NS” for the student’s transcript. No
more than 25 S/NS credits will apply to an undergraduate degree.
S/NS must be elected no later than registration period Ill. Under-
graduate students earning grades of 2.0 or above receive a grade of S
(Satisfactory) while grades below 2.0 are recorded as NS (Not
Satisfactory).

Graduate students earning grades of 2.7 or above receive a grade
of S (Satisfactory), while 2.6 or below are recorded as NS (Not
Satisfactory). With the approval of his or her graduate program
adviser or Supervisory Committee Chairperson, a graduate student
may €lect to take any course for which he or she is eligible outside of
his or her major academic unit on an S/NS basis.

In cases of withdrawal, the W is recorded. Neither S nor NS are
included in the grade-point average. N, 1, and X are recorded until
the instructor reports the final grade, or in cases of incompletes
received by undergraduates, until the I is converted by the Registrar.

Credit/No Credit-Only Courses

Some courses are offered on a CR/NC-only basis. It is not
necessary to register S/NS to take these courses, because the only
grades assigned by the instructor are CR (Credit) or NC (No Credit).
Neither CR nor NC is included in the grade-point average. In cases
of withdrawal a W is recorded. N, I, and X are recorded until the
instructor reports the final grade, or in cases of Incompletes received
by undergraduates, until the I is converted by the Registrar.

1. You should indicate selection of your permanent or local ad-
dress on your registration form for fee statement mailing. If you
have not received a fee statement by the end of the second week of
the quarter, contact the Student Accounts and Scholarships Office
for the amount of tuition due.

- 2, You may pay your fees in person in the Student Accounts and
Scholarships Office or mail them to UW, Student Accounts and
Scholarships Office, 129 Schmitz, PE~10, Seattle, WA 98195, be-
fore the tuition due date. Fees must be paid by Friday of the third
week of the quarter whether or not you have received a statement.
Payments postmarked on or before the due date are accepted without
a late fee. Metered mail received after the due date is subject to
penalties as described in # 3 below.

3. Ifyou fail to pay by the deadline you may continue to pay your
tuition in the week following the due date, plus a late fee as follows:

If fees have not been received in the Student Accounts and Schol-
arships Office by this time, your registration will be cancelled. Stu-
dents permitted to reregister after cancellation for nonpayment, will
be charged a $75 fee, in addition to their tuition.

4. If you reregister, you must reregister for all classes on your
schedule at the time of registration cancellation. (Fees will include
appropriate charges for classes dropped during the forfeiture
period.) All fees for registration must be paid by cash, money order,
or cashier’s check. No reregistration will be possible after the last
day of instruction, December 7. Please note: Even if your registra-
tion is canceled and you do not reregister you will continue to owe
one-half of your tuition and fees.

5. Credit card checks are not accepted.

6. Tuition and fees not paid by the end of the academic quarter
will be subject to an interest charge of 1% per month, or fraction of a
month, (12% A.P.R.), beginning with the month following the end
of the quarter.

Special Course and Laboratory Fees

The amounts charged for tuition and fees normally cover Univer-
sity charges for course registration. Some courses, however, have
extraordinary expenses associated with them and in such cases the
University may charge additional fees in amounts approximating the
added instructional or laboratory costs.

STUDENT INSURANCE

UW students who remain registered through at least the first six
days of instruction in the quarter are eligible to enroll in the student
health insurance plan. The following students are not eligible:

1. Those enrolled only in programs administered by UW Exten-
sion, including but not limited to extension, correspondence, inde-
pendent study, continuing. studies, noncredit courses, conferences
and institutes, the Access program, or English as a Second Lan-
guage (ESL).

2. UW employees attending classes under the employee tuition
exemption program.

Students may sign up for the plan when they register for classes. If
no plan choice is indicated, students automatically will be enrolled
and billed for student-only quarterly insurance.

If you are billed for student insurance and wish to add, cancel, or
change your coverage, complete the appropriate section on the
remittance advice copy of the billing statement and pay the revised
amount or you may do so in person in the Student Accounts and
Scholarships Office by the date tuition is due. Tuition/fees and the
student health insurance premium must be paid in full by the tuition
due date to be eligible for health insurance. There is no late payment
period for the insurance premium.

International Students

International students must subscribe to the student in-
surance plan. Penalties for not paying insurance fees by the
tuition due date are the same as tuition penalties under #3
of Fee Payment section. Exceptions maz' be granted by the
International Services Office if the student presents proof
of other medical insurance coverage. Students are respon-
sible for obtaining a waiver each Autumn Quarter (or upon
initial admission if other than Autumn Quarter), because
waivers are valid only through Summer Quarter each year.
Students holding insurance 'golicies that expire during the
academic year are responsible for obtaining new waiver
cards, as necessary. To be eligible for the student health
insurance plan, the student must pay, in full, tuition, fees,
and the student health insurance premium by the due date.
International students who want coverage during the Sum-
mer Quarter and are not enrolled Summer Quarter must
prepay the Summer Quarter premium during one of the
preceding quarters.

WASHINGTON PUBLIC INTEREST RESEARCH GROUP
(WASHPIRG)

When they register for classes, students may choose to contribute
$2 to the Washington Public Interest Research Group (WASH-
PIRG), a student-directed, nonprofit organization. This voluntary
contribution will be included on the tuition billing statement for
payment with tuition.

~ WASHINGTON STUDENT LOBBY (WSL)

When they register for classes, students may choose to contribute
$1 to the Washington Student Lobby (WSL), a voluntary, indepen-
dent organization of University students whose purpose is to influ-
ence the Washington State Legislature and others on matters of
special interest to students. This voluntary contribution will be
included on the tuition billing statement for payment with tuition.

ASSOCIATED STUDENTS OF THE UNIVERSITY OF
WASHINGTON (ASUW)

The ASUW is a voluntary association of students designated by
the University Regents to carry out a variety of student activities. In
order to vote in ASUW elections or hold ASUW office, students
must be members. Membership choices that do not affect tuition
pi':\yments in any way, may be made when students register for
classes. '

ATHLETIC EVENTS

Students may purchase a Husky Football Season Pass at the
Husky Ticket Office, 101 Graves, or at the HUB Ticket Office, for
admission to the following athletic events: football, soccer, and
volleyball.

Final examinations should be administered in accordance with the above
examination schedule.

The dean may pemi,it an instructor to change the time of a final examina-
tion upon prior application demonstrating good cause for such change.
In such cases, the following guidelines shall be observed:

1. With the dean’s permission, the final examination may be postponed
or moved to an earlier time within the examination period if agreed to by
all students and the instructor. Before approving the rescheduling of a
final examination, the dean shall obtain assurances that the change will
not have an undue adverse impact on the students. The dean shall notify
the Registrar of the approval granted for changing the date of a final
examination.

2. An instructor shall not, except in very unusual circumstances, grant
permission to individual students for an early examination. If the student
is unable to take an examination on the scheduled date, the procedure
outlined in the following paragraph should be followed.

3. A student absent from any examination through sickness or other
cause, judged by the instructor to be unavoidable, shall be given an
opportunity to take a rescheduled examination or perform work judged
by the instructor to be the equivalent. If the instructor determines that

neither alternative is feasible during the current quarter, the instructor
may exempt the student from the requirement. Examples of unavoidable
cause include death or serious illness in the immediate family, illness of
the student, and, provided previous notification is given, observance of
regularly scheduled religious obligations.

4. Classes that meet on the hour use the first full hour of instruction to
determine the time of examination. For example, a class that meets at 10
a.m. uses the 10:30 a.m. examination time,

5. Classes that begin on the half hour and last longer than one hour use
the actual starting time to determine the examination time. For example,
a class that meets at 7:30 a.m. and continues until 9:00 a.m. would use
the 7:30 a.m. time.

6. Classes in which the entire class meets at the same hour every day, in
the same room, may use that room at 8:30 a.m. or 2:30 p.m. for a three-
hour examination. All other examinations are limited to one hour and
fifty minutes unless other arrangements are made with Room Assign-
ments.

7. If an examination is held at a time other than the above schedule
indicates, instructors must check with Room Assignments to make sure
that the room is going to be available.
