STAR registers
students in course sections immedisately and handles subsequent course adds and
course drops, lists altemative sections available if the requested sections are
cloaed or cancelled, reports the open/closed status of specified course sections,
provides a spoken listing of the confirmed registration schedule, mition balance,
financial aid status, date and amount of last payment, and optional charges.
Stodents may call STAR from any touch-tone phone and register. Phones
are available in the second floor lobby of Schmitz Hall, the T-Wing lobby in
Heslth Sciences, B-10 Pedelford Hall, and the HUB on the ground floor level.
These phones are part of the U.S West phone system and have no special link to
the STAR system. .

TUITION EXEMPTION PROGRAMS FOR UW FACULTY/STAFF AND
WASHINGTON STATE CLASSIFIED EMPLOYEES

Students enrolling under these exemption programs must be full-time
permanent employees and meet the criteria established for faculty and staff of the
University of Washington orby the employing agency of the state of ‘Wasghington
for non university employees. University of Washington employees must have
been continuously employed full time for six months or more with the university
immediately priorto the academic quarterin which they are enrolling. Those who




meetths requirements and are admitted to the University of Washington may take
up 1o 6 credits per quarter under the tuition exemption programs. According to
legislative action, all registration must be on a space-available basis after other
matriculated students have registered. Students cannot register for graduate level
independent study courses numbered 600, 700, or 800. Students admitted as
nonmatriculated in order to use one of these exemption programs may cnly
register for classes when using the exemption and the exemption request form has
been submitted. Matriculated students will be permitted to register even w.hen
they are notusing the exemption: full tuition and fees will be charged. Deadlines

ADMISSION STATUS. Matriculated-program participants who wish to enroll
asnew matriculated students or to be a new matriculated category must apply to
the Office of Admissions, 320 Schmitz Hall, by the regular admission closing
date; May 1is the closing date for automn applications. Students applying to the
Graduate School must contact the applicable academic department for applica-
tion information.

Nonmatriculated-program participants who are applying as new nonma-
triculated students should apply at the Office of Admissions. Applications will
be accepted up to the beginning of the quarter. :

Retuming students-program participants who are former students retum-
ing in the same classification or as nonmatriculated students should apply at the
Registration Office, 225 Schmitz Hall.

Graduate nonmatriculated-program participants apply
through the intended academic department.

HOW TO REGISTER. If the tuition exemption request has been received by
theRegisuaﬁonOﬁceintime,pmgmmpanicipants may call STAR on or after
the appropriate eligibility dates listed above. Registration continues through
Sunday, October 6, on STAR without assessment of late fees. Effective Monday,
October 7, a $25 late registration fee is billed if the student is initially registering
forthe quarterand a $20 change fee is charged for registration changes. Students
participating in the exempticn programs listed above will be billed these fees if
applicable plus the registration fee when registration in a course is successful,

Students enrolling under these exemption programs will not be per-
mitted to convert to the tuition exemption program If they have already
registered for the quarter, and they will be required to pay regular tuition
for those credits.

Students participating in these programs are not entitled to other student
services such as those mi?nblcanhl: Hall Health Center and the Intramural
Activities Building. Therefore, UW students cards will not be issued to students
enrolling underthe faculty/staff or Washington state classified em.ployee exemp-
tion programs. Faculty/staff identification cards may be used forlibrary services.
‘Washington state employees participating in the program may contact the l}cg-
istration Office in 225 Schmitz Hall for an ID card to be uzed for library services.

‘The University of Washington waives tuition for Washington residents
sixty years or older who wish to attend classes as auditing students, on a space-
available basis. The fee is $5, whether one or two courses are attended. Only
checks and money orders can be accepted. As anditors, they do not receive credit
and are not expected to do laboratory work or to take examinations. A transcript
isnotmaintained. Students who sttend the University under the Access program
are limited to two courses per quarter,

Registration may be made in person orbymail, For additional information
about the program in general, telephone UW Extension Student Records, 543-
2300, extension 427, between 8 a.m. and 5 pm., weekdays.

APPLICATION INFORMATION

NEW STUDENTS. Students new to the University or applying for a new
classification should contact the Office of Undergradunate Admissions for under-
graduate and/or postbaccalaureate (fifth-year) standing, or the Office of Graduate
Admissions for graduate standing. Check with the appropriate admissions office
for application deadlines.

RETURNING FORMER STUDENTS. Retuming former students not eligible
to enroll and on-leave graduate students must complete a Former Student
Application to apply for readmission. A $25 application fee is charged to under-
graduates and a $50 Enrollment Confirmation Deposit will be required of each
eligible applicant. Former graduate students who did not request an on-leave
status must contact the Office of Graduate Admissions. ‘Space ig limited, and
earollment quotas will be filled on a first-paid, first served basis. Application
closing date is July 1.

Students who do not maintain continuous enrollment are always eligible
toretum to the University of Washington in the same category -e.g., undergradu-
ate pursuing an initial bachelor’s degree - so long as they submit a retuming
smdmtapplicaﬁonbythedeadlinedatefortbeqmmnhey wish to return,

ACADEMIC ADVISING

Students are strongly encouraged to see an academic adviser to discuss
their educational objectives, to assess progress toward completion of require-
ments, and to leamn procedures involved in registering at the University. Itis wise
for students to make appointments with advisers and to have ideas of courses they
would like to take by reviewing the General Catalog and the quarterly Time
Schedule before the advising session. If students fail to maintain contact with
their advisers and problems develop with degree programs, these problems are
the students’ responsibilities. The consequence may be additional time to
complete degree programs. Advising offices are generally open Monday-Friday,
8:00 a.m. - 4:30 p.m.

2. CLASS ATTENDANCE GUIDELINES. To provide enrollment space
for others, smdents who do not attend regularly scheduled class meetings during
the first week of the quarter are subject to being dropped at the discretion of the
teaching departments. Affected courses may be identified in the Time Schedule
and posted in departmental offices.

Students miust not assume that departments will automatically initiate a
drop fornénclass attendance. Students who register for courses they donot attend
are themselves responsible for officially dropping the courses through the
Registrar's Office. The consequence of not cfficially dropping courses is a 0.0

Students should contact the instructor or teaching department if they plan
to be absent any day during the first week of the quarter.

No-person, other than a faculty member attending informally with the
approval of the instractor, may attend a University course in which thatpersonhas
not been officially registered through the Registrar’s Office. An instructor may
allow a student to attend his orherclass onlyif the student’s name appears onthe
official class list from the Registrar’s Officé. Instructors may permit students
attending class under a faculty/staff tuition exemption or the Washington state
classified employee tuition exemption program to attend class prior to registra-
tion on Wednesday or Thursday respectively of the first week of the quarter
provided space is available. ‘ '

3. 'REGISTRATION TAMPERING: A student who tampers or attempts
to tamper with the registration records of another student, including but not
limited to dropping courses and adding ¢otrses, may be subject to disciplinary
sanctions as defined in the Student Conduct Code (WAC 478-120).

4. PRIVATE ACCESS CODE TO SECURE YOUR REGISTRATION
AND GRADE DATA. If, for any reason, youbelieve that another person might
tamperwith your registration orhear your grades an STAR and you want toavoid
this possibility, you may goto the Registration Office, second floor, Schmitz Hall
and request a private access code (PAC). AskforthePrivate Access Code (PAC)
andidmﬁfytheédigilsyouwishwuseinstmdofyomdamofbinhwhen
accessing STAR each quarter.

5, FULL-TIME STUDENT REQUIREMENT. To be considered full-
time, anundergraduate or professional student must register for 12 ormore credits
and a graduate student must register for 9 or more credits. )

Tt is important to noje that differing criteria and standards for full-time
earollment exist for participatory eligibility, e.g., veterans benefits, athletic
eligibility, Bureau of Indian Affairs, Vocational Rehabilitation, and various
forms of financial aid. Information on full-time requirements of the Department
of Veterans Affairs may be obtained at 460 Schmitz. Consult the Financial Aid
Office for its requirement on satisfactory student progress. Full-time require-
ments of the Immigration and Naturalization may be obtained at the Internaticnal
Services Office, 459 Schmitz.

6. OVERLOAD GUIDELINES. Forreasons of public safety and instruc-"

tional quality, course enrollment in each section will be limited to the approved
classroom capacity. TheRegistrar's Office monitors course enrollments through-
out thie quarter according o the following guidelines:

a. Through the fifth class day, a student may add a section without
permission unless the class:is full or requires permission; then gn entry code is
required. Beginning the sixth class day, entry codes are required to add any
course. STAR will accept course overloads caly up to 115% of classroom
capacity to compensate for expected course drops.

b. No course adds are accepted after the 10th class day of the academic
quarter.

7. $20 CHANGE-OF-REGISTRATION FEE. The $20 change-of-regis-
tration fee is assessed for any number of add, drop or change transactions
processed during a given day beginning the sixth class day of each quarter. The
$20fee is a service charge, not a penalty, and is in addition to any change in tuition
or forfeiture as a result of adds or drops.

There is no charge for changes made in Registration Periods I, I and the
first week of Period IIL. This “free” period gives students an incentive to complete
their schedule before the quarter is too far advanced.

l_?_ee waivers are rarely approved. If you think your change is necessitated
by a University error or is at the University’s request, you must pay the fee and
complete a petition for a refund. You will be notified of the decision by the
Registrar's Office. The fee will be waived only if the change is necessitated by
a University error or is at the University’s request.

8. COMPLETE WITHDRAWAL FROM THE UNIVERSITY. (Drop-
ping all courses for the quarter). It is the student’s responsibility to withdraw
completely if he or she is unable to attend for the quarter. Students must write the
Registration Office, 225 Schmitz Hall, Mailstop PD-10, University of Washing-
ton, Seattle, Washington, 98195, or withdraw in-person at 225 Schmitz Hall.
Complete witlidrawal for the quarter is not available via STAR. Withdrawals by -
mail are effective on the date of the post mark.

Tuition owed will be based upon the date the complete withdrawal is
received in the Registration Office. No withdrawals are accepted afterthelastday
of instruction for the quarter.

Courses dropped as part of a complete withdrawal from the University
during the first two weeks of a quarter are not recorded on the sudent’s UW
transcript; however, the date of the complete withdrawal is recorded.

Students are required to tum in their sudent ID cards when they withdraw
from the University and are not eligible to continue using University services or
facilities after their withdrawal.

Continuing students who withdraw during the first week of two consecu-
tive quarters (Summer Quarter excepted) will not be eligible to register as
continuing students for the third quarter. Such students must reapply as former
students returning to the University. For example, a student who withdraws
during the first week of Spring Quarter and Autumn Quarter must réapply as a
retuming former student for Winter Quarter.

The forfeiture schedule for completely withdrawing from the University

is as follows:

a.  Students withdrawing before the sixth day of the quarter.do not pay
tuition. New and retuming students forfeit their $50 enrollment con-
firmation deposit.

b.  Students withdrawing on the sixth day through the thirtieth calendar
day continue to owe one-half of their tuition.

c. Students withdrawing after the thirtieth calendar day continue to owe
full wition.

d.  Students whose registrations are cancelled fornonpayment of fees will
continue to owe the University orie-half their tuition and fees.

e.  Intemational students who are registered for an English as a Second
Language course must make a separate request for a refund for that
course by contacting the ESL Office in 102 Lewis Hall atthe same time
they withdraw from the University.

9. HARDSHIP WITHDRAWAL. Hardship withdrawals are for dropping
individual courses only after the seventh week of the quarter. The $20 change of
registration fee will be assessed. (See section on Complete Withdrawal from the
University for procedure to follow for dropping all courses for the quarter).

A student may petition the Registrar for a hardship withdrawal if: (1) the
student is unable to complete the course in question because of a severe mental
or physical disability, or (2) unusual or extenuating circumstances beyond the
stndent’s control prevented the student from dropping the course by the drop
deadline.

10. UNDERGRADUATE SATISFACTORY PROGRESS. Students ad-
mitted to the University to pursue baccalaureate degrees are expected to make
satisfactory progress toward the attainment of that degree, and are expected 1o
enter a major and graduate after completion of a reasonable number of credits.
Refer to the General Catalog for additional information.



11.  STUDENT DIRECTORY INFORMATION. The University will
routinely release student directory information, unless requested otherwise by lhe‘
student. Directory information is defined as student’s name, addregs, telephone
number, place of birth, major field of studies, weight and height of members of
athletic teams, dates of attendance, degrees and awards received, and the most
recent previous educational institution attended by the student. If you donot wish
to authorize directory release and do not want your name and address to appear
in the Student Directory, you may call the address change service at 543-3868 to
restrict access to this information. If you wish to change your authorization and
allow release, you maust go to the Registration Office, 225 Schmitz and present
identification.

12. DISCLOSURE OF STUDENT RECORDS. As a general mle the
University will not release a student’s education records to a third party without
written consent of the student. This includes tuition account information. The
complete University policy on student education records and the location of such
records may be found in the Washington Administrative Code under WAC 478-
140. Manuals containing the Code are available at Reference Stations on campus,
and at the Visitor's Information Center, 4014 University Way NE. The pelicy
covers such items as accessibility, review and expunging of inaccurate records,
and costs to be charged for copies of student records.

13. FOLLOWING RULES AND REGULATIONS. It is the University’s
expectation that a student will follow University rules and regulations as they are
stated in the General Catalog.

8.  ENTRY CODES. Entry codes are five digit random numbers issued to
you by academic departments as authorization to enroll in restricted course
sections. Academic departments have the ability to establish varying levels of
enrollment control for course sections in each registration period, or they can
maintain the same level of control throughout.

Courses requiring entry codes are designated with the symbol > to the lefi

of the schedule line number (SLN) in the Time Schedule. Please note that
departments reserve the right to require entry codes whether the course is so
designated in the Time Schedule or not. Usually information on where to obtain
entry codes is found in the body of the Time Schedule, either as a comment before
the course listing or just after the title of the course. Contact the department
offering the course if STAR advises you an entry code is required and the location
for obtaining one is not identified in the Time Schedule.

Instructors may issue entry codes to students when a classisfull. Youmay
use this code to override the system but not if the overload will increase
earollment over 115% of room capacity.

Once you have used an entry code, the computer removes it from the list
of viable codes and will not accept it again.

you will be registered for all the lecture, lab, quiz or conference combination as
listed under one SLN in the Time Schedule, .

10. ALTERNATE SELECTIONS. If the section requested is closed you will
be informed by STAR of open section altemates (including new sections added
after the publication of the quarterly Time Schedule). You can then immediately
select an alternate section to be added to your schedule. Have a pencil ready and
be prepared to write down schedule line numbers (SLN) and meeting times of
alternate sections.

11. TIME CONFLICT. Youmay not register on STAR for two courses that
meet atthe same time or for courses with overlapping meeting times. If you want
the second course instead of the one yon are registered for, you must drop the first
one before adding the second course on STAR. If you want two time-conflicting
courses, you must add the second course, in person, at the Registration Office, 225
Schmitz.

. Swmdents will be billed for the number of credits, including audit hours, on
theirprograms at the beginning of the quarter. Only partial tuition reductions will
result for courses dropped after the first week of the quarter. Students dropping
courses after the first seven calendar days of the quarter and through the thirtieth
calendar day of the quarter will be expected to pay one-half of the tuition
associated with that course.

Intemational students must subscribe 1o the student insurance plan unless
they are covered by another plan. Proof of other coverage must be submitted to
the Intemational Services Office and a waiver obtained each Autumn Quarter (or
upon initial admission if other than Autamn Quarter) because waivers are valid
only through Summer Quarter each year. Students holding insurance po}icies
that expire during the academic year are responsible for obtaining new waivers,
as necessary.

The Washington Public Interest Research Group (WashPIRG) is a stu-
dent-directed, non-profit and non-partisan research organization which works on
issues affecting the quality of life in Washington State. Students participate in
WashPIRG as decision makers, volunteers and credit interns producing research
reports, lobbying the legislature and organizing students and citizens around
consumer, environmental and governmental issues. Students may choose to
support WashPIRG by contributing $2 each quarter. Support of WashPIRG may
be indicated during registration and the voluntary contribution will be included
on the tition billing statement for payment with tuition.

GRADING INFORMATION RELATED TO REGISTRATION

SATISFACTORY/NOT SATISFACTORY

Students may elect to take certain courses on a Satisfactory/Not Satisfac-
tory (S/NS) basis. Advisers should be consulted, and in no case are undergraduate
students allowed to register for more than six credits (or for one course, if that
course i offered for more than six credits) on a Satisfactory/Not Satisfactory
basis in a given quarter.

Students may register for the course on STAR, but they must go in person
to the Registration Office, 225 Schmitz Hall to elect the S/NS grade option.
STAR will not accommodate the S/NS grade option.

S/NS must be elected during initial registration or added or dropped during

" the first five days of the quarter.

For undergraduates, a course in which an “S” is eamed may not be used to
satisfy any department, college, or University requirement, except that the credits
may be applied to the minimum of 180 credits required for graduation. Bach
instructor will report conventional grades to the Registrar, who will convert
satisfactory grades (2.0 or greater) to “S,” and unsatisfactory grades (less than
2.0)to “NS" forthe student’s transcript. Nomore than 25 S/NS credits will apply
to an undergraduate degree.

‘Graduate smdents eaming grades of 2.7 or above receive a grade of S
(Satisfactory), while 2.6 orbelow are recorded’as NS (Not Satisfactory). With the
approval of his or her graduate program adviser or Supervisory Committee
Chairperson, a graduate stdent may elect to take any course for which he or she
is eligible outside of his or her major academic unit on an S/NS basis.

In cases of withdrawal, the W is recorded. Neither S nor NS is included
in the grade-point average. N, I, and X are recorded until the instructor reports
the final grade, or in cases of incompletes received by undergraduates, until the
Lis converted by the Registrar.

CREDIT/NO CREDIT COURSES

Some courses are offered on a credit/no credit (CR/NC) basis. It is not
possible to register S/NS to take these courses, because the only grades assigned
by the instructor are CR (Credit) or NC (No Credit). Neither CR nor NC is
included in the grade-point average. In cases of withdrawal a W is recorded. N,
I, and X are recorded until the instructor reports the final grade, or in cases of
Incompletes received by undergraduates, until the I is converted bytheRegistrar.

AUDITORS _

Students must first register on STAR, and then goinpersonto the Reg-
"istration Office, 225 Schmitz Hall 1o set the audit grade option,
Students may select the audit option through the seventh week
of the quarter. Attendance in courses as an auditoris by consent
of the instructor involved and is conditioned on the space avail-
able. Permission to audit is ordinarily granted for lecture
classesonly. Anauditormay not participate in class discussion
or laboratory work, and his or her registration may be cancelled at the discretion
of the instructor. No entry is made on the permanent record for courses zudited.
To receive credit for an audited course, the student must register for the class for
credit in a subsequent quarter.

Auditors, except ACCESS program students, pay standard tuition.and fees
and must be regularly admitted and registered in the course. Although credits for
audited courses will not be listed on your transcript, they will be included in the
billing on the fee statement. Such credits count in the calculation of fees.

Courses audited may not be changed to credit registrations after the second
week of the quarter.

INCOMPLETE GRADE

Incomplete grades may only be awarded if the student is doing satisfactory
work up until the last two weeks of the quarter. Undergraduate students must not
reregister for courses in which they have received an Incomplete, since a grade
eamed in a repeat course will not be recorded as an Incomplete conversion grade.
To obtain credit for the course, an undergraduate student must convert an
Incomplete into a passing grade no later than the last day of the next quarter. An
Incomplete not made up by the end of the next quarter will be converted to the
grade of 0.0 by the Registrar unless the instructor has indicated, when assigning
the Incomplete grade, that a grade other than 0.0 should be recorded if the

incomplete work is not completed. The original Incomplete grade is not removed
from the transcript.
