If you fail to pay by the deadline you will be
charged a late fee. For past due balances over $250
the late fee is $30; $30-8250 balance the late fee is

late fee.

If payment has not been received in the Student
Accounts and Cashiers Office by the end of the late]
payment period, registration for the current quarter as
well as any future quarters will be canceled.

negotiate is before signing, Many leases contain
outdated, unfair and even ﬂlegal clauses

Include a list of needed repairs

Give a target completion date for each repair. If
the landlord fails to make the repairs

specified in the lease he is in breach of the lease.
Remember that oral promises are not legally
binding. The written document is.

Communicate with your property
owner/manager in writing

Send your letters by certified mall return
requested, especially when you give notice of
termination/renewal of your lease or when you
inform him/her of problems in the apartment

- and request repairs.

Inspect the premises again
after moving in ‘

Make a list documenting the condition of the
apartment, including pre-existing damages that
do not necessarily require fixing but that need
to be brought to the attention of your landlord
so that you will not be held responsible for
them at the end of your lease. At the termina-
tion of your lease, do a similar inspection of the
premises, preferably with the property owner
or manager. In this way you will make sure
your security deposit is returned to you if you

‘have not done damage to the premises. You

are responsible for leaving the apartment in the
same condition you find it in at the beginning
of the lease, normal wear and tear excluded.
