NEW nME SCHEDULE FORMAT 

The Time Schedule is published quarterly by the Office of the Registrar to assist you with registration and to explain policy and . 
procedures that affect yom academic ttanscript or the record of yom enrollment at dle University of Washington. A committee was fonned 
this summer in preparation for the publication of the winttz 1994 edition. The committee's goal was to redesign the Time Schedule in ~ 
to create a better guide for students attending the University of Washington. The committee has arranged topics under more appropriate 
headings, attempted to clarify the language, particularly when describing academic policies, and clearly identified deadline dates and the' 
financial obligations aPd the tranScript entries associated with those dates. The contents of this bulletin are now listed alphabetically by 
topic and not by location in the Time Schedule. The staff of the Office of the Registrar hopes that these changes will give you a better 
registration guide and! infonnation resource. . '

I HELPFUL HINTS FOR CHANGING YOUR ADDRESS 

Have you moved? Changing yom address is easy to do and important so that your course schedule, tuition bill, and gi'ades are sent 
to you. Ca1l543-3868, twenty-fom hours a day, seven days a week. When calling after 5 p.m. or weekends, yom call win be routed to 
a voice mail system tIiat asks you for the necessary infonnation and then records your responses. Your address is then updated on the next 
working day. Remember to call Financial Aid, and Housing and Food Services if you also have records· with those offices.
